
MASTER WiZR  
Cookie Policy 

 
Definition 
 
Cookies are small text files that are stored on a user's device when they visit the MASTER 
WiZR platform. These files contain information about the user's visit, such as their 
preferences and browsing history. Cookies are used to enhance the user's experience on 
the platform by allowing MASTER WiZR to customize their visit and provide more relevant 
content. 

MASTER WiZR uses both session and persistent cookies on its platform. Session cookies 
are temporary files that are deleted once the user closes their browser, while persistent 
cookies remain on the user's device until they expire or are deleted. Cookies may be set 
by MASTER WiZR or by third-party providers that MASTER WiZR has integrated with its 
platform.

Purpose of Cookies:

5. Analytics cookies: These cookies help us understand how our website is being 
used and improve its performance. We use Google Analytics to collect information 
about website usage, such as which pages are visited most often and how users 
navigate through the site.
